The Center for Legal Resources has the pleasure to invite you to a seminar on the transposition and implementation of the Environmental Impact Assessment procedures (EIA) and the Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) procedures in Romania.
The seminar will comprise three sessions, as follows: during: 4 - 6 September (Mamaia resort, Hotel Oxford), during 8 - 10 September (Poiana Brasov resort, Hotel Rina Vista) and 15 - 17 October (Iasi city, Hotel Ramada). You can choose in which session you want to take part; nevertheless we inform you that there are a limited number of participants, up to 25 on each session, and you can subscribe to only one session. The courses target the civil servants from the environmental authorities, the judges from tribunals and courts, who are part in the judiciary completes of the administrative legal department, as well as the environmental NGOs representatives around the country.   
The training aims at facilitating the exchange of experience between the participants, disseminating the information taken in the Guide on the public participation in decision making process on the environmental issues, consisting of: study cases, steps to be taken to have access to justice in the European bodies, analysis of the transposition and implementation of the environmental legislation (Environmental Impact Assessment and Strategic Environmental Assessment procedures, enforcement and obeying of the Aarhus Convention) in Romania, getting thoroughly into the legislation popularized within the project, as well as clarifying its lawfulness application in Romania, to be in compliance with the European law.      
In order to select the participants to this training, we kindly ask the applicants to answer to the following questions:  

1. Which is your current profession and in which institution? 
2. Have you ever taken part in trainings on the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA) procedures and Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) in Romania? If yes, please name the training’s organizers. . 
3. Are you involved in the EIA or SEA procedures? How? 
4. Questions to be answered by the judges: have you ever solved litigations having as object the EIA procedures and SEA procedures?

5. Which of the three sessions would you like to take part? 
The special guest of the training session will be Mr Eduardo Ortuno Salazar (Spain), an expert in the European Environmental law. The interpretation from and into Spanish language will be available.
