The Justice in Romania – between promises and action  
The Alliance for the Rule of Law made up of the Active Watch- the Agency for the Press Monitoring, Pro Democracy Association, Centre for Legal Resources and Transparency International Romania, 

As facilitators and guarantors of the agreement made between the state powers (legislative and judicial) as regards to the crisis of the judiciary in the second half of the year 2009, agreement concluded under the Pact for Justice, 

In response to the referral made by the professional associations of the magistrates, signatories of the Pact, regarding to the rejection by the whole Assembly of the special committee’s report  on the analysis of the judiciary crisis, as well as to the conditions the members of the Parliament cast their vote of the report without gathering the necessary quorum, 

Considering that the commitment made by the Romanian state regarding the real reform of the judiciary and that the other state powers’ compliance  with the minimum principles  which should govern the judicial power (included in the Pact for Justice) is not a simple speech delivered  to the European Commission and in response to its monitoring reports, 
We call  
1) on the Permanent Bureaus of the two chambers of the Romanian Parliament: to re-include on the agenda of the joint Bureaus’ meeting on the 12th April of the Report of the special committee formed to analyze the crisis of the judiciary.

2) on the Political groups of PDL, UDMR (groups which voted against the report during the previous plenary session) to vote this report, as well as to the political groups of PSD and PNL to attend this session, as a sign of their willingness to reform of the judiciary and of the respect of the legislative power towards some European principles that should govern the judicial power.   
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
